Conditions and restrictions for participation.

This show is governed by the ECAHO Rules for Conduct of Shows, the Blue Book 2025 is fully applicable. 
The S-Show is open to straight Egyptian horses that are registered in any WAHO recognized studbook by the closing date of entry. Entries must either present a relevant registration certificate or enclosed with the entry, a letter by the register confirming that the registration will be completed by the date of the show. 
All the entries must be accompanied by these documents and a copy of the passport of the horse, including a graphic description (foreign horses) and a chip number to check the identity of the horses. 
No horse will be permitted to enter the show ring unless its name and all other relevant details have been printed in the catalogue. Entry forms without a valid signature and a copy of the registration certificate are void. Title Show or A Show Champion Gold and Silver medal winners are not allowed to take part in a Specific Origin show for the rest of that calendar year and the two calendar years following, unless the horse has passed from a yearling to junior, from junior to a senior category. 
Anybody entering an overqualified horse will be liable to a fine of Euro 600 and the horse will be disqualified.

Ridden Classes

This year, we are offering Ridden Classes in Classic Pleasure, Western Pleasure, Hunter pleasure in novice and advanced. 
The ranking will be by comparison method and the classes will be mixed (Females and Males together.) 
The horses must be presented clean as this will count in the judge's assessment. 
Equipment for the horse must be in good condition and clean. The rider's outfit will also be important in the ranking. 
The first will be awarded the gold medal, the second the silver medal and the thirteenth the bronze medal for each category.

For Ridden Classes, registration will be done on the Arabian Essence website.

Best In Show and Special Awards



Judging System

There will be 4 or 5 judges per category and for the championships (except for conflict of interest). Each judge awards from 1 to 20 points (half of the points can be awarded) for 5 criteria: a) type, b) head and neck (judged together), c) body, d) legs, e) movement. The top 3 in each category will participate in the awards ceremony.

Important, please read the following information from the Blue Book regulations applicable since 2023

Hereditary disorders:

Overbite/underbite of more than 1 width of tooth is not permitted. Horses 12 months old and older cannot compete unless they have a veterinary certificate to verify that they do not have overbite/underbite.

 Cryptorchidism: Colts 24 months old and older or stallions cannot compete unless they have a veterinary certificate to verify that they do not have cryptorchidism. If the colt’s condition changes, and upon a completed veterinary certificate, the horse is then eligible to compete.

Rules for Championships 

The organizers have opted for the open method: gold, silver, and bronze medalists will be selected from all the horses qualified in their respective categories for each championship. 
The top three horses in each class will qualify for the championships.

The Championships will be judged as follows: 

All the horses qualified for the championship will enter the ring and line up according to the numerical order of their catalogue numbers. 
The horses will be judged individually, standing and trotting. 

Each judge will nominate his choice for gold silver and bronze medals together at the same time, from amongst all the horses qualified for the championship. 

Points will be given to the nominated horses as follows: A horse nominated by a judge for Gold Medal will receive 4 points. 
A horse nominated by a judge for Silver Medal will receive 2 points. 
A horse nominated by a judge for Bronze Medal will receive 1 point. 

The Gold Medal will be awarded to the horse with the most votes for Gold Medal Champion. 
In the event of a tie for the Champion title, the gold medal will be awarded to the horse with the most points in the class.

The silver medal will be awarded to the horse having obtained the highest number of points after the gold medal.
In the event of a tie for the Champion title, the Silver medal will be awarded to the horse with the most points in the class.

The Bronze medal will be awarded to the horse having obtained the highest number of points after the gold and silver medals.
In the event of a tie for the Champion title, the Bronze medal will be awarded to the horse with the most points in the class.

A fourth horse will be selected and will win the bronze medal if one of the three medalists is disqualified.

Judges will not be permitted to communicate with each other under any circumstances.
 
Judges must not communicate with each other under any circumstances.

All horses qualified for their respective Championship must participate in the Championship.
Unless the owner provides a veterinary certificate justifying that the horse is experiencing difficulties during the competition.
The horse's owner must submit the veterinary certificate to the DC to justify the horse's absence before the start of the Championship.

Failure to provide a veterinary certificate justifying the horse's absence will result in its disqualification from the competition, its score, and its ranking.
The horse will be disqualified from the competition for a period of one year from the date of the competition.

In the event of a disqualification, horses placed behind the disqualified horse will move up a place in the class. 

Should a horse be sent out of the ring by the judges or taken out by the handler for any reason, it will be deemed to have taken part in the championship. 

All horses that are awarded a medal in their respective Championships must take part in the Championship prizegiving ceremony. 

Unless the DC decides otherwise in which case any representative of the horse may accept the medal without the horse being present, absence of the horse or any representative to appear in the prizegiving ceremony will disqualify the horse from the show with its record of score in the class and championship placing being deleted and the horse being disqualified from the showing for the period of one year from the date of the show. 

In the event of a disqualification, all horses placed behind the disqualified horse will move up one place in the Championship. 

During the prizegiving ceremony, the horse may only be on the lead of the designated handler or substitute deemed capable at the discretion of the ringmaster/DC.


Rules for Ties in Qualifying

In the event of a tie in the qualifying classes, the higher place will be awarded to the horse with the most points for type. If the tie persists, the higher place will be awarded to the horse with the most points for gait. In the absence of a decision on either of these points, a judge chosen by random draw will indicate his or her preference.


Rules for Ties in Championships 

In the event of a tie in the championships, the higher place will be given to the horse with the highest total points in the qualifying classes. If the highest and lowest points are eliminated, only the remaining points for total, type and movement are considered in the tie break. If there is still a tie, the rules for ties in qualifying places will be applied.



Special Trophies

For special trophies, the highest score will determine the winner and will be announced. In the event of a tie, a randomly selected judge will indicate their preference.


Additional rules for championships chosen by the organizer

For the International-B competition, the three highest-ranked horses in the class will qualify. If the classes are equal to or less than five horses, only the two highest-ranked horses will qualify for the championship.

For the Egyptian Event Europe competition, the three highest-ranked horses in the class will qualify for the championship. If the classes are equal to or less than five horses, only the two highest-ranked horses will qualify for the championship.

The three highest-ranked horses in each Yearling class will qualify for the Yearling Championship.

Concerning health rules, possible complaints or any other points for the show, the regulations of the ECAHO 2025 blue book will apply for decisions.
